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MOUNTAINS OF MEMORY UPDATE 
 
As you may have heard at the last forum, the 
project is progressing really well. 
We are due to have this stage of work 
completed by the end of June this year, so 
everyone is working extremely hard to meet the 
deadline.  The five main components of the 
project are at the following stages: 
Branding  strategy – completed  
Interpretation  Strategy – Lorraine is 
completing her final round of consultation 
meetings and writing her report during April 
Communications  plan – the contract has been 
appointed to Leap Agency, and they will take 
information already gathered plus other data, as 
well as information from local operators, to 
prepare the plan by late May. 
Merchandise  strategy – a workshop for local 
artists is to be held in April, with a plan for 
development of a series of quality memento 
prototypes by the end of June 
Operator training  – following the great success 
of the first training at Oraparinna in February, 
the final three training events are to be held in 
May.  AL details are finalised and the 
registration forms have been distributed. 
 
With the change of government last year, the 
funding program that has provided the finance 
to complete this initial work is currently under 
review.  We hope to have an answer on the 
future of the program in May or June, and will 
apply for further funding to implement the 
outcomes of the work we’ve done to date. 
 
All of the Project Management Committee 
members (including the FRTOA reps) have put 
in, and continue to put in, an enormous amount 
of work to ensure that the project delivers what 
the local operators want and need.
